Nancy Creek Tunnel startup

The eight-mile-long Nancy Creek Tunnel and the new pump station, which were completed on time and under budget, will transport sanitary sewage and transfer it to the treatment plant, eliminating sanitary sewer overflows in the Nancy Creek basin.
