City Announces Substantial Completion 
of Dechlorination Facilities
February 9, 2006 – Commissioner Robert Hunter has announced that the City has met several important Consent Decree deadlines governing construction of dechlorination facilities at the West Area CSOs and the East Area facility at the Custer Avenue CSO storage area. Chlorine is used to kill harmful bacteria from combined sewer overflows, but high concentrations of it can negatively affect fish and other aquatic organisms. The new facilities will remove chlorine from the treated water, before it is discharged to streams. 
Substantial completion of the facilities occurred as follows:

· Tanyard Creek CSO – January 18, 14 days ahead of the Consent Decree scheduled date;

· North Avenue CSO – January 23, nine days ahead of schedule;

· East Area – January 24, eight days ahead of schedule; and

· Clear Creek CSO, January 26, six days ahead of schedule.

Parsons Water & Infrastructure provided design services on both the $4.4 million West Area facilities and the $6.7 million East Area facility. Gunther-Nash and W.L. Hailey & Co. were the construction contractors on the East Area and West Area facilities, respectively. Department of Watershed management staff managed design and construction.

“We are happy to announce that we have reached more Consent Decree milestones,” said Commissioner Rob Hunter. “And we are very proud that we have done so on budget and ahead of schedule. We take our charge to be good stewards of the financial resources entrusted to us very seriously, and we will continue to work to meet our obligations in the most efficient and effective way possible.”
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
