City completes siphon cleaning project
February 15, 2006 – Commissioner Robert Hunter has announced the completion of the Woodward Way/Northside Drive siphon cleaning project. A siphon is a part of the sewer that goes under a creek, in this case Peachtree Creek, and creates a vacuum that sucks the sewage across the creek. Because this siphon is at a particularly low point, debris had collected in the sewer, affecting capacity. The City regularly cleans the siphons in its sewer lines to ease stress on the system. 
“This project was one of many capacity relief projects the Department is undertaking,” Hunter said. “They are important steps in ensuring that Atlanta is able to sustain the development that helps drive our economy.”
