Event: Amount of sewage spilled into Peachtree Creek lowered.
Location: R.M. Clayton Water Reclamation Center.
Comments: The City has lowered estimates of the amount of sewage spilled into Peachtree Creek yesterday as a result of a collapsed manhole. The City now estimates that 52,365 gallons spilled into the creek. Crews are sampling water down- and upstream from the spill to ensure the safety of the creek and nearby residents. Results from the sampling will be announced Thursday. City officials say that the initial estimate was based on maximum flow over the maximum period of time. However, the City’s quick response meant a significantly smaller flow of sewage spilled into the creek. The previous estimate, consequently, did not meet the standards of the Georgia Spill Reporting Regulations and the City’s Consent Decree requirements.
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
