Virginia-Highland Main Replacement Project Continues on University Avenue
February 9, 2006 – The City will begin replacing the water mains on University Avenue from North Highland Avenue to Briarcliff Road on Monday, February 13. Part of the Virginia-Highland Main Replacement Project, the work will necessitate the temporary closing of one lane on University Avenue. Construction will begin at the intersection of University Avenue and North Highland Avenue and proceed toward Briarcliff Road. Flaggers will be at the site to direct traffic through the work area. The project is expected to take four weeks to complete.
 “This is the third major piece of this project,” said Commissioner Rob Hunter. “We have completed main replacement on Stillwood Drive and Amsterdam Avenue, and by the time this project is finished, we will have replaced virtually all the mains in the Virginia-Highland community, which has suffered from low pressure and the occasional brown water for years. This project will add badly needed capacity and eliminate brown water problems in the area, and we ask residents for their patience during this period of inconvenience.”
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
